
ROYALS: Remember Who You Are

Week 3: Sunday, April 30 - King Solomon


1 Kings 3:3-14 - 3 Solomon loved the Lord and followed all the decrees of his father, David, 
except that Solomon, too, offered sacrifices and burned incense at the local places of worship. 
4 The most important of these places of worship was at Gibeon, so the king went there and 
sacrificed 1,000 burnt offerings. 5 That night the Lord appeared to Solomon in a dream, and 
God said, “What do you want? Ask, and I will give it to you!”


What do you want for your life?


Answering the big WHY


6 Solomon replied, “You showed great and faithful love to your servant my father, David, 
because he was honest and true and faithful to you. And you have continued to show this 
great and faithful love to him today by giving him a son to sit on his throne. 7 Now, O Lord my 
God, you have made me king instead of my father, David, but I am like a little child who 
doesn’t know his way around.”


The Posture of Humility - Humility over arrogance


How are you approaching God?


8 “And here I am in the midst of your own chosen people, a nation so great and numerous they 
cannot be counted! 9 Give me an understanding heart so that I can govern your people well 
and know the difference between right and wrong. For who by himself is able to govern this 
great people of yours?” 10 The Lord was pleased that Solomon had asked for wisdom. 11 So 
God replied, “Because you have asked for wisdom in governing my people with justice and 
have not asked for a long life or wealth or the death of your enemies…”


The Prayer for Wisdom - Wisdom over abundance


What are you asking for?


12 “I will do what you have asked. I will give you a wise and discerning heart, so that there will 
never have been anyone like you, nor will there ever be. 13 Moreover, I will give you what you 
have not asked for—both wealth and honor—so that in your lifetime you will have no 
equal among kings. 14 And if you walk in obedience to me and keep my decrees and 
commands as David your father did, I will give you a long life.”


The Power of Obedience - Obedience over achievement


Are you walking or just talking?


1 Kings 11:9-11 - 9 The Lord became angry with Solomon because his heart had turned away 
from the Lord, the God of Israel, who had appeared to him twice. 10 Although he had 
forbidden Solomon to follow other gods, Solomon did not keep the Lord’s command. 11 So the 
Lord said to Solomon, “Since this is your attitude and you have not kept my covenant and my 
decrees, which I commanded you, I will most certainly tear the kingdom away from you and 
give it to one of your subordinates.”


When Solomon lost his WHY he lost EVERYTHING


Ecclesiastes 12:13-14 - 13 That’s the whole story. Here now is my final conclusion: Fear God and 
obey his commands, for this is everyone’s duty. 14 God will judge us for everything we do, 
including every secret thing, whether good or bad.
